1. Halloween Fair 

- Halloween Fair is October 30th, 2009

- A sign-up sheet was put up for students to sign and volunteer for the different shifts that afternoon.

· 1st shift: 3 - 4 p.m. (set-up)

· 2nd shift: 4 -5 p.m. 

· 3rd shift: 5 - 6 p.m.

· Each shift is worth 10 points. 

· Students can also bring in bags of candy for the Halloween fair as well. 

· Each bag of candy is worth 3 points and should be brought to Ms. Kornspan’s office with the student’s name on it.
